BASIC NATIONAL
ACCOUNTS AGGREGATES
FOR 2001

In this working document the Republic
Statistical Office of Serbia publishes basic
aggregates of the System of National Accounts of
Republic of Serbia for year 2001. In addition, the
document contains parallel data for year 1998,
1999 and 2000, but from year 1999 without
Kosovo and Metohia.

The System of National Accounts - SNA,
represents efficient analytical instrument for
observing of quantitative relations, mutual relations
of various subjects and economic activities in the
course of one year.

The System of National Accounts, is based
on wider concept of production. Besides
production of material services and goods includes
all other services in the following activities:
education, health, social security, culture and arts,
science activities, public administration and
defence, finance (banks, insurance of goods and
life) and other service activities that satisfy
population needs.

In creating of these accounts the start point
are available data resources (annual financial
reports, balance of payments and ordinary
statistical surveys, etc.), while for certain items and
private sector complex estimates are exerted.

The most familiar and the most frequently
used aggregate of the System of National
Accounts is Gross Domestic Product (GDP). It's
an indicator of economic activities on the level of
the whole country and presents result of
production activities of resident institutional units,
and it equals the sum of values added that are
calculated for all institutional sectors.

Institutional units are such economic units
that are capable of engaging in economic activities
and transactions with other institutional units.

Transactions are economic flows that imply
change of ownership of goods and services and it
requires that one institutional unit should be one
totality (entity) capable to have its property, to get
into debts if necessary and to be responsible for
decisions it makes according to the Law.

Transfers are transactions where one
institutional unit renders goods, services and funds
to other unit, and it does not get anything in
exchange goods, services or assets in return.
Transfers may be made in money and kind.

Institutional units are divided into profit, non-
profit, government and households units.
Residential institutional units form the national
economy. The economy is divided into institutional
sectors, which are formed by grouping the resident
institutional units by the functional principle.

In the System of National Accounts there are
five institutional sectors.

1. non-financial sector
2. financial sector

3. government sector

4. households sector and

5. seclor of nonproft units serving households
(NPISHS).

There ara methodological differences in the
calculation of value added by sectors.

In the Table 1. trends of the gross
domestic product by institutional sectors at
market prices for the period from 1998 to 2001 are
presented. Gross domestic product of Republic of
Serbia in 2001 amounted 708422,5 million Dinars.

In the structure of total gross domestic
product in 2001, the biggest share is that of non-
financial sector, amounting 57,7%, that is nearly at
the same level as it was in 2000, and it amounted
57,9%. In this sector, the value added is calculated
using the production method.

Financial sector that incorporates
commercial banks, National Bank and other
financial organizations as well as insurance
organizations participates in generation of total
gross domestic product to 5,7% in 2001.
Calculation of the output for this sector is derived
as difference between paid and received interests
or insurance premiums.

Government  sector’'s  participation in
generation of total gross domestic product
increased in year 2001 to 9,0%, but in year 2000 it
amounted 8,0%. This sector incorporates
institutional units which are predominantly (above
50%) financed from budget and funds and in
calculation of the value added the income
approach is applied.

Households sector incorporates activities of
agricultural households and individual enterpriners
(shops). Imputed values of rents for the flats are
included in the calculation. This sector participates
in generation of the total gross domestic product
with 26,7%, in 2001, which is less in regard to the
year 2000 when it was 28,6%.

Sector of non-profit institutional units serving
households, although it includes a large number of
legal units (citizens’ associations, religious
communities, political and humanitarian
organizations, organizations for amateur sports),
has been the smallest in terms of economic
capacity and in generation of the total gross
domestic product it participates only with 0,8% in
the year 2001.

Gross domestic product at market prices is
formed as a result of adding of taxes on products
and subtracting of subsidies on gross domestic
product at producers’ prices.

In case we are considering gross domestic
product at producers’ prices at the level of
sectors by Classification of Activities (Table 2), the
highest share in 2001 has the manufacturing of
22,7%, then agriculture, hunting and forestry
21,7%, wholesale and retail trade and repair of
motor vehicles and items for personal use in
households 9,5%, then activities relating to real
estate 8,8%, transport, storage and
communications 7,2%, followed by financial
intermediation of 6,0%, mining and quarrying of
4,2%, health and social work of 3,8%, and
construction of 3,7%. After that come public
administration and compulsory social security
3,5%, other community, social and personal
service activities 2,8%, education, 2,6% and
electricity, gas and water supply of 2,2%. The
lowest share have hotels and restaurants of 1,1%,
fishing 0,1% and private households with
employed persons of 0,1%.

publications it is practiced to group the sectors of
Classification of activities into three large
segments. According to that, the agriculture
incorporates fishing and this segment participated
with 21,8% in year 2001. The industry (mining and
quarrying, manufacturing and electricity, gas and
water supply) and construction belong to the other
segment and participate with 32,8%, but all other
activities consist of the sector of services and
amount to 45,4% of gross domestic product.

The use of gross domestic product
shows, by its very structure, important
characteristics of national economy. In the
structure of use of gross domestic product in 2001,
one can notice changes in relation to the year
2000 (Table 3).

The highest share in total gross domestic
product is made of final consumption (personal and
collective). Personal consumption (that incor-
porates individual consumption of institutional
sectors of households, non-profit institutional units
serving households and a part of government
consumption) amounts to 85,4%.

Collective consumption consists of goods
and services which are financed and provided by
government for all members of society and it
amounts to 21,4%.

The share of the gross fixed capital
formation that represents the basis for further
development of the economy, amounts to 9,3% in
the 2001, what is decrease in relation to the year
2000 when it amounted 14,0%.

With respect to previous calculations the
data of inventories were changed due to the
consequent application of the methodology of the
System of National Accounts SNA 1993. Now the
values of inventories at the beginning and at the
end of the year are adjusted to average annual
values by suitable price indices. Change in
inventories amounted to 6,7% in 2001, but in the
year 2000 it had negative balance.

The total foreign trade (of goods and
services) is decreasing in 2001, so, according to
that, exports amounted to 19,8%, but imports
made 44,5% of gross domestic product. Coverage
of imports by exports amounted to 44,6%.
Calculation was performed by current exchange
rates.

Delivery of goods and services to the other
Republic amounted to 5,6% of gross domestic
product, but purchase of goods and services from
the other Republic amounted to 3,8% of gross
domestic product. The estimation was made on the
basis of previous survey about inter-Republic
turnover.

As some macroeconomic aggregates and
data presented by SNA are widely applied in the
most various international comparisons, analysis
and publications, the gross domestic product was
recalculated into American Dollars, that is shown in
the table 4. The World Bank methodology was
used, that was based on the three-year floating
average of the market exchange rate and data on
inflation in domestic market and America.
Calculation of GDP per capita in American Dollars
was performed on the basis of the estimated total
population in the middle of the year.

Obliging requests of large number of users,
only the most important aggregates of the System
of National Accounts are shown in short.

The overall adaptation of our economy to
the European standards should enable total
appliance of the System of National Accounts in
the practical work. In that way, the process of
skiled and wider public acquaintance with
essentials, characteristics and advantages of this
macroeconomic system and its using in the
analytical purposes shall be continued.

More detailed calculations and wider choice
of indicators of economic activities will be
presented in the edition of the Republic Statistical
Office - "The System of National Accounts of
Republic of Serbia 2001" that will consist of total
set of connected accounts on different levels of
aggregation and the methodological basis SNA.
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
