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PREFACE

The “Statistical Yearbook of Serbia 2016 is the 49t edition after World War |l (the first seven editions
were published in the period 1949-1955 and since 1974 regular annual periodicity has been established). The
Statistical Yearbook includes major information from different areas of social and economic life of the country.
The Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia publishes detailed results of statistical surveys in its regular edi-
tions and other publications.

The “Statistical Yearbook of Serbia” presents a selection of data from almost all statistical surveys, for the
Republic of Serbia. The territorial distribution according to the Regulation on the Nomenclature of Statistical
Territorial Units (“Official Gazette of the RS”, No 109/09 and 46/10) is applied, wherever possible. The data for
municipalities are published in a separate publication “Municipalities and Regions in the Republic of Serbia”,
which together with the “Statistical Yearbook of Serbia”, represents integral parts for a reference year.

After 1997, complete data for the Autonomous Province of Kosovo and Metohija from the regular statisti-
cal surveys were not available, thus while calculating the total, estimates and other synthetic statistical indica-
tors relating to the whole territory of the Republic of Serbia, relevant available data were prevalently used.
However, data that are not liable to changes over time (as some geographical data, data on natural and cul-
tural patrimony and similar) are also shown for the Autonomous Province of Kosovo and Metohija. Detailed
related information is available in methodological notes to certain chapters of the Yearbook.

Besides the data collected and processed by the Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia, the Yearbook
also contains the statistical data from other administrative sources, as well as the data taken over from other
producers of official statistics. In this publication, presented are the results of 2011 Census of Population,
Households and Dwellings in the Republic of Serbia, as well as final results of 2012 Census of Agriculture.

BASIC PRINCIPLES OF COMPILING
THE STATISTICAL YEARBOOK

Presentation basis

Statistical data in the Yearbook are a selection of basic data from
more than 200 statistical surveys that have been carried out during the
year. This variety is meant to meet the need of the wide public for statis-
tical data and of international comparability. Detailed data on all fields
subject to statistical surveying are available in the library, i.e. website of
the Office (www.stat.gov.rs).

Methodological explanations

Every chapter contains methodological explanations segmented as
follows:  sources and methods of data  collection,
coverage and data comparability and definitions. Detailed
methodologies published in the edition “Methodologies and Standards”
can be accessed on the website of the Office
(http://webrzs.stat.gov.rs/WebSite/Public/PageView.aspx?pKey=288).

Data sources

Data published in the Yearbook reflect the results of regular sta-
tistical surveys, censuses and surveys from the Statistical Survey Pro-
gram brought by the National Assembly. Besides data collected by the
Statistical Office, the Yearbook contains also the results of other pro-
ducers of official statistics and from administrative sources: National
Bank of Serbia, Ministry of Finance, Republic Hydro-Meteorological
Service, Republic Seismological Office of Serbia, Republic Geodetic
Authority, Ministry of Justice and Government Administration, Ministry of
the Interior, National Employment Service, Republic Pension and Disa-
bility Fund, Geographical Institute in Belgrade, Military Geographical
Institute, Institute for Nature Conservation of Serbia, etc.

Coverage and comparability

In methodological explanations mention is made whether surveys
are carried out on full coverage or are sample-based.

Data are comparable in most of tables. However some series are
not fully comparable with data published previously for reason of chang-
es in classifications, nomenclatures and methodologies comparability is
provided in almost all tables.

Need to be mentioned that since 1st January 2011 the Classifica-
tion of Activities (“Official Gazette of the RS”, No 104/09) has undergone
changes. The current classification has been harmonized with interna-
tional standards and the services being described in more details makes
it different from the previous one.

Since 1999, the Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia doesn't
dispose of certain data for AP Kosovo and Metohia, so they are not
contained in the data coverage for the Republic of Serbia (total).

Data presentation technique

The first number in table title refers to the chapter, the second (af-
ter the dot) is the ordinal number of the table within the chapter.

The totals are not always equal to the sum of individual data due
to the rounding of numbers.

GEOGRAPHICAL REVIEW AND CLIMATE

TOPOGRAPHY

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on the total land area of the Republic of Serbia and munici-
palities have been obtained from the Republic Geodetic Authority.

Data on lakes, navigable rivers and canals were obtained from
the Geographical Faculty of the University of Belgrade.

Data on the geographic coordinates (defined in sections 1:100
000), as well as information on mountain peaks are given on the basis
of the documentation of the Military-Geographical Institute.

Data on established state borders have been taken over from the
border documentation available in the Borders Service of the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Serbia.

Data on earthquakes are obtained from Seismological Survey of
the Republic of Serbia.

Coverage

The land area (88 499 km2) data relates to the territory of the Re-
public of Serbia and should be considered as provisional. The prepara-
tion of the digital cadastre plan for the territory of the Republic of Serbia
is under way, thus it is still not possible to take over final data on certain
municipalities” land area. The border length data should be used provi-
sionally because borders towards former Yugoslav Republics were only
administrative i.e. not marked or mathematically defined.

CLIMATE

Sources of data

Main meteorological data were taken over from the Republic Hy-
drometeorological Service of Serbia. Monitoring, recording and collec-
tion of these data are carried out through Republic Hydro-
meteorological Service stations according to the Rulebook on Establish-
ing the Activities of the Networks and Activity Program of Meteorological
and Hydrological Stations.

Definitions

Atmospheric pressure is expressed in hPa and reduced to 0 °C.
Relative humidity is expressed in percents (%). Temperature data relate
to monthly averages obtained through daily recordings at 7.00 a.m.,
2.00 p.m. and 9.00 p.m. local time, according to the formula:

The annual average value is calculated by the same method. The
precipitation data relate to monthly and annual amounts of precipitation
expressed in mm in a selected station. The number of rainfall and snow-
fall days shows the days in which at least 0,1 mm of precipitation was
recorded. The cloudiness data are the result of measurement by the
scale 0-10, where 0 indicates completely clear and 10 completely over-
cast condition.

Wind velocity data are the result of measurement by the Beaufort
scale ranging from 0-12, where 0 indicates calm and 12 hurricane
winds.

IV - Moderate earthquake - Felt by all awaken persons-even on open field during the work; hung
objects swing, windows jingle, doors rattle.

V- Strong earthquake - All population feels strong earthquake, furniture shakes, smaller bells
ring.

VI - Very strong earthquake - All sleeping persons wake up, frightened persons run out of
apartments, bells ring, hung objects swing, cracks on weaker houses appear.

VII - Powerful earthquake - General fear, church bells ring, cracks on some buildings appear,
badly constructed chimneys demolish, window - panes brake.

VIII' Damaging earthquake - Most chimneys demolish, bigger damages appear, some parts
break off. In mountain areas, rocky masses from higher parts break off.

IX - Destructive earthquake - Destroys most of stone-made houses, bridges become much
damaged or completely destroyed, water and gas pipes break, and cracks appear on high
chimneys.

POPULATION

Population censuses are the main source of statistical data on
the total number, territorial distribution and major characteristics of indi-
viduals and households in the Republic of Serbia.

Censuses have a very long tradition in our areas, with origins in
far 1834 when the first census was carried out on the then-territory of
Serbia, in the modern meaning of the term.

After World War I, eight censuses were carried out in the Repu-
blic of Serbia in: 1948, 1953, 1961, 1971, 1981, 1991, 2002 and 2011.

The number of population is estimated in the intercensal period
for every year, including the census year. Thus, in 2015 the population
of the Republic of Serbia is estimated to 7095383. The rate of popu-
lation growth to the previous year is negative and amounts to -5.1 per
1.000 inhabitants.

According to vital statistics in 2015 the rate of natural increase
was -5.3%o, that of live births 9.3%o and of mortality 14.6%.

Since 1999, the Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia does
not dispose of certain data for AP Kosovo and Metohia, therefore they
are not contained in the data coverage for the Republic of Serbia
(total).

All relevant indicators on population, as well as population esti-
mates are calculated on the basis of data shown in that way.

In the period from 2005 to 2015, the number of population dec-
reased by 345386 and the average annual growth rate was —4.75 per
1.000 inhabitants. In the same period, the proportion of the population
aged under 15 and over 65 in the total population ranged as follows:
the percentage of young people (0-14) fell from 15.8% in 2005 to
14.4% in 2015, while the percentage of the population aged 65 and
over increased from 17.2% (2005) to 18.7% (2015). The population
aged 15-64 slightly decreased, from 67.1% (2005) to 66.9% (2015).

The average age of the population in the Republic of Serbia
increased from 40.6 years (2005) to 42.7% (2015).

The average life expectancy of male and female population in
the Republic of Serbia has extended over the last ten years by more
than two years (from 70.0 years to 72.6 years for men and from 75.4 to
77.7 years for women).

In the same period (2005-2015), the birth rate decreased from
9.7%o to 9.3%0. The share of women in the fertile period in the total
population decreased from 24.0% to 22.1%. The average age of the
mother at birth of the first live born child increased from 25.7 years
(2005) to 28.2 years (2015), while this ratio at birth of live born children
(total) is 27.3, i.e. 29.5.

Mortality rate rose from 14.4 to 14.6 deaths per 1.000 inhabi-
tants. The leading causes of death are still circulatory diseases and
neoplasms both withmen and women.

Infant mortality was significantly reduced from 8.0 to 5.3 infant
deaths per 1.000 live births.

Total fertility rate is below the threshold of simple reproduction,
and in the last ten years it has decreased from 1.6 to 1.5 children per
woman.

Depopulation tendencies of the population with negative growth
and negative natural increase were recorded in Vojvodina at the begin-
ning of 1980s, and the rest of Serbia at the beginning of the 1990s.

The ongoing depopulation is the main feature of the projected
movement of population in the Republic of Serbia Serbia over 2011-
2041. Namely, according to each of the five projection variants, the
population of Serbia would be lower in 2041 than in 2011, and Serbia
would be a typical region with negative natural increase. Population
would get older demographically so that in thirty years the proportion of
persons older than 65 would increase from 17% to 24%. At the end of
the projection period almost every fourth resident would be older than
65 years, and the rate of demographic dependency of older people
during the projection period would increase from 25% to 39%.

Statistics of marriages recorded in 2015 an increase of 1.4% in
the number of concluded marriages, when compared to 2014, i.e. an
increase from 36429 in 2014 to 36949 marriages registered in 2015.
The average age at the moment of marriage for women is the same as
in the previous year and is 30 years and for men, it increased to the
age of 34.

In 2015, the number of divorces increased in relation to the pre-
vious year, amounting to 9381 divorces. The average age at divorce for
women was 40 years and for men 44 years. The average duration of
marriage in 2015 was 13.3 years.

In the Republic of Serbia the number of concluded marriages
saw a slight decline from 2002 to 2015. In 2015, five marriages were
concluded per 1.000 inhabitants, which is less than the number of mar-
riages in the census year 2002, when six marriages were concluded
per 1.000 inhabitants. The number of divorces per 1.000 inhabitants in
2015 was unchanged in relation to 2002, i.e. 1 divorce per 1000 inhabi-
tants.

Sources and methods of data collection

In the Republic of Serbia, traditional census by interview “door-
to-door” method is conducted, during which time trained enumerators
collect information by means of paper questionnaires.

The Census in 2011 was conducted from 1 to 15 October 2011.
Data were entered in questionnaires as of 30 September 2011 at
00h00 (critical moment of the census). Due to large interest, citizens,
who were not enumerated for whatever reason during the mentioned
period, were allowed to be from 15 to 18 October, i.e. 20 October in
larger towns.

Selected categories of population, being away from their place of
permanent residence during the Census, were enumerated during so-
called pre-enumeration (before 1 October) in order to secure full cove-
rage and obtain data on their characteristics of the highest possible
quality.

Pre-enumeration covered the following categories of population:

Data on births, deaths and marriages are collected and submit-
ted by registrars, and data on divorces by courts of justice.

Coverage

The Census of Population, Households and Dwellings 1991 was
not completely carried out in the municipalities of Bujanovac and Pre-
sevo within the Central Serbia, neither on the territory of Kosovo and
Metohija, due to the boycott of the majority of Albanian.

The Census of Population, Households and Dwellings 2002 was
carried out on the territories of Central Serbia and autonomous provin-
ce of Vojvodina, but not in the area of Kosovo and Metohia due to lack
of conditions to this end.

The 2011 Census was not conducted on the territory of the AP
Kosovo and Metohija. In the municipalities of PreSevo and Bujanovac
there was undercoverage of the census units owing to the boycott by
most of the members of the Albanian ethnic community.

Starting with the 1953 Census, the data quality control has been
carried out through a post enumeration survey. According to available
results in 1971, 1981, 1991 and 2002 census the number of persons
and households was undercounted for less than 2% and the number of
dwellings for less than 3%. According to the results of the Census 2011
Post Enumeration Survey, number of persons was overcounted for
1.5% and number of households for 1.9% while the number of
dwellings was undercounted for 0.5%.

According to the results of data control of vital statistics, carried
out by sampling method at the end of 1955 and over 1967-1970, almost
full coverage of all vital events has been achieved.

Birth statistics includes live births and stillbirths. Mortality stati-
stics includes all death occurrences.

Marriage statistics includes all legal marriages, i.e. marriages
recorded into the marriages register. Divorce statistics includes marria-
ges dissolved by court order of a competent court.

According to the regulations on keeping registers, all births,
deaths and marriages are required to be recorded in registers of the
territory on which they have occurred, whether the respective persons
reside or not on that territory. The data are reclassified in the course of
processing, so the results are shown by the permanent residence place
the newborn’s mother, deceased person, bridegroom and in the case of
dissolved marriages, according to the last joint residence place.

Definitions

Definitions used in the Census:

Population. When using census results, one need to know that
definitions of resident, i.e. total population, which were used in censu-
ses after World War Il are not fully comparable. Namely, in censuses
with Census 1991 included the resident population covered not only the
population in the country, but also that on temporary work abroad and
family members living with them.

In the Census 2002 the total population of the Republic of Serbia
included our citizens who worked, i.e. stayed abroad less than a year,
as well as foreigners who worked or stayed in our country one year or
more.

According to international recommendations, in the Census
2011, the concept “usually resident population” was applied for the first
time to establish the total number of population of an area. According to
this concept, a resident of a place is a person who is spending alone (in
the case of single households) or with the members of her/his house-
hold the major part of her/his time, i.e. daily/night rest, regardless
where is her/his registered place of residence. Therefore, the total
population of a selected place includes persons who lived in it
continuously for at least a year before the critical moment of the cen-
sus, as well as those who lived in it less than 12 months, but who
intended to stay for at least a year.

Persons who were temporarily (briefly) absent at the critical
moment of the census from the place of usual residence for vacation,
business trip, health, etc. are included in the total resident population of
the place.

Persons who fled the territories of the former republics of the
SFRY and internally displaced persons from AP Kosovo and Metohija
are included in the total population, according to the same rules.

Household is every family or other people community of persons
who live together and share their living expenses (habitation, food etc).

Household is also any person who lives alone and is not member
of another household, whether living in a separate or sharing a housing
unit, in a single-person accommodation or as a tenant (i.e. single hou-
sehold).

Family is a union consisting of a marital or consensual couple, or
parents (both or one) and their children. Thereby, a child is any person,
regardless of the age and marital status, who lives in a household with
one or with both parents and does not have a marital/consensual part-
ner or his/her own child in that household.

The data for the families of the consensual couple without chil-
dren and for the consensual couple with children were shown separate-
ly for the first time in the 2011 Census. In the previous censuses these
data were shown aggregately with the data for the families of the mari-
tal couple without children and the marital couple with children.

Age. Data on a person’s age are shown in completed years of
age, meaning for example that the age interval 20-24 comprises per-
sons who have turned 20, 21, 22, 23 and 24 old, including those who
are over 24, but have not turned 25.

Ethnicity, religion and mother tongue. Data on ethno-cultural
characteristics of population have been collected on the basis of free
and open declaration of persons about their ethnicity, religion and mot-
her tongue. Data for children under 15 years of age have been given by
parents, adoptive parents, i.e. guardians. The answer as to the religion
is the result of individual’'s conviction based on her/his comprehension
of religion, thus what mattered was the identification with the religion,
but not the membership of a religion. Mother tongue is the language
first spoken in early childhood, i.e. if several languages were spoken in
the household, it is the language that the person considered to be
her/his mother tongue.

Highest educational level. Highest educational attainment is the
school which a person completed, attaining this way her/his highest
educational level. Data on completed school relate exclusively to edu-
cation attained in the official educational system, so that education atta-
ined in the scope of non standard programmes, i.e. informal education
(various types of courses organised by workers’ universities, people’s
universities, etc.) is not counted. Persons who earned master and doc-
toral degree are shown in the group tertiary education.

Data on the highest educational level are shown only for the
population aged 15 or over.

Literacy. Data on population literacy in post-war censuses are
presented only for the population aged 10 or over. Literate persons
comprise pupils of elementary schools and upper elementary schools,
persons not attending school but having more than three grades of
elementary school, as well as persons without school but with 1-3 gra-
des of elementary school who claim being able to read and write a text
related to everyday life, irrespective of the language and alphabet.

Computer literacy. Data on computer literacy are presented only
for the population age 15 and over. Computer literate persons are per-
sons who know how to perform four basic computer activities, being:
text processing, tabulation, sending and receiving e-mails, and web
browsing. Persons with partial computer skills are persons who know
how to perform one, two or three computer activities, but not all the four
above. Persons without computer skills are presented in the category
Computer illiterate persons.

Legal marital status. Data on the legal marital status refer to the
formal, legal marital status of persons. Answers to this question were
provided by all the respondents, including those who live in consensual
unions. Data on the legal marital status are presented for persons aged
15 and over.

Disability. The contingent of persons with disability includes per-
sons who indicated having a lot of limitations or are totally disabled to
perform everyday activities due to at least one of the mentioned pro-
blems (seeing, hearing, walking, remembering/concentration, self-care,
communication).

For children less than 15 years of age, as well as for the persons
who could not provide the response to questions about functioning and
social integration independently (e.g., problems with hearing and
speech, dementia, etc.), the response was given by a parent, guardian
or some other adult member of household.

Economic activity. In the Census 2011 (and the Census 2002),
the concept of current activity was used. Based on the economic
activity, the total population was classified into economically active and
not economically active persons.

Economically active population (,labour force®) comprises per-
sons who perform an occupation and the unemployed.

The contingent of persons who perform an occupation comprises
persons aged 15 and over who performed in the week before the cen-
sus a job that was paid or would be paid (in cash or in kind), whether
the person had a formal and legal employment contract, oral agree-
ment with the employer or performed independently a job, as well as
persons who had a job, but were for objective reasons not able to per-
form it in the reference week because of illness, holiday or vacation,
strike or lock-out, etc.

Unemployed persons comprise persons aged 15 and over who
did not work in the reference week, but were actively seeking
employment and were willing to start working if a job would be offered
to them within two weeks in relation to the ,critical moment of the cen-

Sus".

Not economically active population comprises persons who, in
the week before the census, did not seek employment nor had the
opportunity to start working within two weeks if a job would be offered.

The category of retired persons comprises not economically acti-
ve persons who acquired pension rights, whether it is an old-age,
disability, survivors' or farmers' pension.

The category of children and pupils/students comprises aggrega-
te data for persons aged under the official minimal limit for the econo-
mic activity, as well as persons aged 15 and over who attend full-time
or part-time school and who are not economically active nor recipients
of a survivors' pension.

The category of homemakers (persons engaged only in house-
hold duties in their own home) comprises persons who are most of their
time engaged in household duties in their own home.

The category Other comprises persons who cannot be classified
in any of the above categories of not economically active population
(e.g. children aged over 14 not attending school and not seeking work,
persons incapable of work, etc.), as well as not active persons who
receive income from property such as rents, royalties, etc.

Occupation. The data on occupation refer to the type of work
which the economically active persons aged 15 and over performed in
the week prior to the census. Persons are classified by occupation into
10 basic groups of occupations and the category “unknown occupa-
tion.” Each group of occupations is defined by the type of work (tasks)
the persons performed and by their qualifications.

Industry. The industry represents the type of production or
activity carried out by the enterprise, shop, institution, cooperative, pri-
vate shop (crafts, trade, catering, etc.) at which the person works. In the
2011 Census data on the activity were collected for active persons
aged 15 and over who perform an occupation. Persons are classified
by activity into 21 activity sections and the category “unknown activity.”

Migratory characteristics. The data on the autochthonous and
migrant population by the territory from which they moved to the current
place of usual residence are shown. The contingent of autochthonous
includes persons who live from birth in the place of permanent resi-
dence, i. e. they have never moved. Identification of both contingent
was enabled by a question on whether the person has been living con-
tinuously from birth in the place of permanent residence. For all per-
sons who have moved within the Republic of Serbia, data on the set-
tlement and the municipality from which the person moved to the cur-
rent place of residence was collected, and for the persons who have
immigrated from abroad, only the name of the country from which they
had moved was collected.

Daily migrations. Daily migrants are those persons who work or
go to schoolluniversity outside the place of their usual residence, but
who return on a daily basis or several times a week. It is also consid-
ered that a persons goes back to the place of her/his usual residence in
the case when she/he is absent from work due to the nature of the job,
that is, when has a 24-hour shift or even two-day shift of 48 hours (e.g.,
in traffic/transportation, health and some other services). The identifica-
tion of the daily migrants’ category was enabled by answering the ques-
tions on the place of work/attending school/university, as well as on the
frequency of returning to the place of usual residence (daily, weekly or
less frequent).

A live born is a child who showed any sign of life after birth (such
as: breathing and/or heart beating) even during the briefest time,
regardless of mother's pregnancy duration.

A stillborn is a child born or removed from mother's body
showing no sign of life, provided that pregnancy lasted at least 28
weeks.

Birth medical attendance means that birth was assisted by a
physician or a graduated midwife.

All previously live born children (legitimate and illegitimate), are
taken into consideration when determining the birth order of live born.

Causes of death. Data on causes of death are obtained from
death certificates. The causes of death have been classified according
to the International Classification of Diseases, Injuries and Causes of
Death, X revision, 1997 edition.

Index of population ageing by sex is a significant indicator the
value of which points out the demographic process of population age-
ing: index of ageing under 20 index points shows that population is
extremely young, and that over 40 index points indicates that popula-
tion is old. It is estimated on the basis of the ratio between the number
of inhabitants by sex aged 60 and over and the appropriate number of
inhabitants aged from 0 to 19.

Results of the Census 2011

After World War I, eight censuses were carried out on the
territory of Republic of Serbia, each growing more complex than the
previous ones. In addition to the main data on the number of population
(from the level of the smallest special unit, via the unit of settlements
and municipalities to the State level), censuses secured data on age,
gender, education, economic and other structures of the population, on
the size and family composition of households, etc. Therefore, censu-
ses depict population in figures without which there is no efficient plan-
ning, economic development, social policy, administrative activities nor
scientific research in the Republic of Serbia.

Census data from 1948 to 1981 refer to the whole territory of the
Republic of Serbia, while censuses 1191. 2002 and 2011 do not con-
tain data for AP Kosovo and Metohija.

The results of the Census 2011 show that the average popula-
tion density in the Republic of Serbia is 92.6 inhabitants per 1 km2;
however, intraregional population distribution is rather unequal. The
population density of 513 inhabitants/km? in the Beogradski region is
five times higher than that in other regions of the Republic of Serbia.
On the other hand, the Region Juzne i Istocne Srbije with 60 inhabi-
tants/km2 is has the smaller population density.

In the period between two last censuses (2002-2011), there was
a decrease in the total number of population of the Republic of Serbia
of 4.1% (-311 139 persons), which is primarily the result of a negative
natural increase and emigration of our citizens abroad.

The population of Serbia is getting older. The average age in
Serbia, as shown in Census 2011, is 42.2 years, thus ranking Serbia
among countries with deep demographic age both in Europe and the
rest of the world. The main feature of the age-gender structure of the
population in the Republic of Serbia is that men prevail in the youth, i.e.
women in the middle-aged and aged population.The Region Juzne i
Istocne Srbije is the “oldest” region where 27% of inhabitants are
over 60.

Ethnically, the Republic of Serbia is a multinational community.
In addition to Serbs (83.3%), the most numerous are Hungarians
(mostly in the Region Vojvodine), then Roma people (the Region Juzne
i Istocne Srbije) and the Bosniaks (mainly in the Region Sumadije i
Zapadne Srbije). More than six million inhabitants of the Republic of
Serbia are Orthodox (84.6% of the total population). The Catholic reli-
gion ranges second as to the membership 350 thousands (5%), and
the religion of Islam third with more than 220 thousands believers (3%).
Almost 90% (88.1%) of the population of the Republic of Serbia consi-
ders the Serbian language as their mother tongue, the second langua-
ge is Hungarian (3.4%), then Bosniak (1.9%) and the Roma language
(1.4%).

Literacy and educational level are the main concepts to be taken
into consideration in the analysis of the population educational structu-
re. Census 2011 results indicate that 1.96% of the population in the
Republic of Serbia are illiterate (aged 10 and over). llliteracy is most
common in women (82.1%) and in the age group 65 and over (70.5%).

Of the total number of population of the Republic of Serbia aged
over 15, 48.9% have completed secondary school, while one over six
inhabitants has attained tertiary education. Among persons who have
completed secondary school men are the most numerous, but among
persons who have attained tertiary education women prevail over men.
If the common share of persons with secondary, high and higher edu-
cation is taken as the indicator of educational level, one can notice that
the major part (28,5%) live in the Beogradski region, and the smallest in
the Region Juzne i Istocne Srbije (19,3%).

In the Republic of Serbia, 34.2% of persons aged 15 and over
are computer literate, while 14.8% are partially literate, meaning that
they know how to perform one of the basic computer activity (text pro-
cessing, tabulation, sending/receiving e-mails and web browsing), but
not very fourth person. Observed by sex, among computer literate per-
sons the share of men and women is almost equal (50.4% of men and
49.6% of women), while among illiterate persons the share of women is
higher than that of men (54% and 46% respectively).

Observed by marital status, slightly more than a half of persons
aged 15 and more are married (55%). About 28% of persons have
never been married, one over ten persons is widowed, while one over
twenty citizens of the Republic of Serbia aged 15 and over is divorced.

In the Republic of Serbia, persons with disability make 8% of the
total population. The average age of those persons is about 67 years,
thus 71% of them fall into the age group 65 and over. Observed by sex,
the share of women with disability is higher (58.2%) than that of men
(41.8%). The largest percentage of persons with disability is in the
Region Juzne i Istocne Srbije (9.4%), and the smallest in the Beograd-
ski region (5.9%).

Less than a half of the population of the Republic of Serbia is
economically active (41.3%), whereby the share of male labour force
(57.2%) prevails over that of female labour force (42.8%).

The share of persons who perform an occupation in the total
population aged 15 and over , i.e. the employment rate is 37.4%, being
higher in men (44.9%) than in women 30.5%). The highest percentage
was recorded in the Beogradski region (41.6%), and the lowest in the
Region Juzne i Istocne Srbije (34.0%).

In the Republic of Serbia, the unemployment rate, i.e. the share
of unemployed persons in the total economically active population is
22.4%. The unemployment rate in women (23.6%) is somewhat higher
than in men (21.6%). The lowest unemployment rate has been recor-
ded in the Beogradski region (17.9%), and the highest in the Region
Juzne i Istocne Srbije (27.3%).

The most economically active persons in the Republic of Serbia
are those who perform some of the occupations from the groups
“Technicians and associate professionals” (16.2%), “Service and sales
workers” (16.1 %) and “Professionals and artists” (14.8%). The least is
the share of persons who perform any occupation from groups “Armed
forces occupations” (0,9%), “Managers” (2,5%) and “Clerical support
workers” (7,3%).

These occupations are mostly performed in the following activity
sections: “Manufacturing” (17.2%), “Agriculture, forestry and fishing
(14,8%), “Wholesale and retail trade; repair of motor vehicles and
motorcycles” (14,7%). Observed by region, most employees in the
manufacturing industry has been recorded in Region Vojvodina
(31.9%) and Region Sumadija i Zapadna Srbija (31.9%). Almost half
(46.4%) of all employees in the section "Agriculture, forestry and fish-
ing" has been recorded in the Region Sumadija i Zapadna Srbija, while
most employees in the section "Wholesale and retail trade" were in the
Beogradski region (32.2%).

According to the Census 2011, 55.0% of the total population is
autochthonous, i.e. lives from birth in the same place. The largest share
of autochthonous population in the total population (30.2%) is recorded
in the Region Sumadija i Zapadna Srbija.

As regard immigration, the largest share is that of the population
that has moved to the settlement of residence from another area
(17.1%), then from another settlement of the same municipality (9.7%).
The share of immigrated population from the former SFRY republics is
9.6%).

Observed in absolute numbers, most of immigrated population live
in the Region Vojvodina (about 892 000), while the Region Juzna i Istocna
Srbija has the smallest number of immigrated people (about 645 000).

More than 900 000 employees, as well as pupils and students in
the Republic of Serbia (14.6% of the total number of population aged
15 and over) leave every day their place of permanent residence for
reasons of work or studies. In daily migrations, the share of persons
performing an occupation away from the place of permanent residence
is twice larger than the share of pupils/students. Observed by region,
the largest share of daily migrants has been recorded in the Region
Sumadija i Zapadna Srbija (31.38%), and the smallest in the Beograd-
ski region (19.40%).

In the Republic of Serbia, in the Census of Population 2011
enumerated were 2 487 886 households, and when compared to 1948
their number has increased by about 1.7 times (growth index is 168.9).
Over 1948 — 2002 there was continuous increase of households
accompanied by constant decrease of their average size: in 2002 an
average household in the Republic of Serbia had for the first time less
than three members.

In the last intercensal period, a decrease of the total number of
households has been recorded for the first time, and the results of the
Census 2011 shows that the decreasing trend of the average house-
hold size has continued.

According to the Census 2011, two-person households (every
fourth household, i.e. 25.6%) are the most numerous, followed by
one-person households with a share in the total number of households
of 22.3%, then by three-person households (19.2%) and four-person
households (18.3%).

Observed by family composition, the most numerous are
one-family households of marital/consensual couples with children
(every third households, i.e. 36.4%), followed by one-person house-
holds, participating with 22.3% in the total number of households, then
households of marital/consensual couples without children (18.5%).

Observed by region, one-family households of mari-
tal/consensual couples without children as well as of mari-
tal/consensual couples with children are mostly recorded in the Region
Vojvodina (28.6% and 28.4%). Incomplete families are the least nume-
rous in the Region Juzna i Istocna Srbija: the share of families only with
mothers and children is 17.6%, while that of families such as “Father
with children” is 21.9%.

Multi-family households are most present in the Region Sumadi-
ja i Zapadna Srbija: every third two-family household (34.1%), i.e. every
third households with three and more families (37.0%) is in this region.
One-person households are the most numerous in the Region Vojvodi-
na (29.6%), while every third multi-member, non-family household (e.g.
a household composed of brother and sister) is in the Beogradski
region (34.4%).

Of the total 2 125 772 families in the Republic of Serbia, as
recorded in the 2011 Census, almost half (48.9%) belongs to the type
“Couple with children”, followed by families “Couple without children”
(28.3%), and “Mother with children (13.7%). However, the smallest sha-

LABOR MARKET

Since 2015 a new methodology has been in use as to the monito-
ring of registered employment, by combining data from the Central
Registry of Compulsory Social Insurance (CRCSI) and Statistical Busi-
ness Register (SBR). The new definition of registered employment has
been harmonized with EU standards. To make possible the comparison
of data for the period since 2015 with those from previous periods
already published data on registered/formal employment for 2000 —
2014 have been revised.

The registered number of employees in the Republic of Serbia in
legal entities and entrepreneurs, long-term employment and temporary
and occasional employment, as well as persons individually running
business or being founders of enterprises or entrepreneurs' shops
amounted to 1 896 295 in 2015, being an increase of 2.8% to 2014.

During 2015 the LFS methodology underwent changes as well.
The evaluation system was changed, the sample size enlarged, conti-
nuous survey and new data collection — CAPI (Computer Assisted
Personal Interviewing) were introduced. These modifications led to the
revision of data for 2015, which are presented in the Yearbook.

According to the Survey of Labor Force, the number of active
persons (labor force, composed of employed and unemployed per-
sons) amounted to 3 126 100 in 2015, being a decrease of 1.3% to
2014. Observed by regions, the largest fall in the labor force was recor-
ded in the Region Vojvodine (3.4%), and by sex the fall was somewhat
more significant in women than in men (1.4% of active women and
1.2% of active men less than in 2014). In 2015, the number of
unemployed persons totaled 551 900, while the unemployment rate
was 17.7%, being by 1.5% below that in 2014. This rate in women was
18.8%, i.e. by 2.0% above the unemployment rate in men (16.8%).
Observed by regions, the Beogradski region was the only one to regi-
ster an increase of 1.6% in the unemployment rate, while the greatest
decrease was noted in the Region Juzne i Istocne Srbije (by 3.4%). The
number of employed persons in 2015 amounted to 2 574 200, being
an increase of 0.6% to the previous year. Observed by regions, the
unemployment rate was relatively the same. A fall of 0.2% was recor-
ded only in the Beogradski region, while the largest growth was noted in
the Region Juzne i Isto¢ne Srbije (2.0%). The employment rate in both
sexes was slightly higher than in the previous year 80.7% in men and
0.4% in women). In 2015, this rate in men amounted to 50.2% and in
women to 35.3%. The number of inactive persons in 2015 was 2 933
900, being by 0.1% higher than in 2014. The rate of inactive women
(56.5%) was greater than that of inactive men (39.7%). Observed by
regions, the largest rate (50.3%) was noted in the Region Istoéne i
Juzne Srbije.

The average salary of employees in legal entities and in entre-
preneurs in the Republic of Serbia, in 2015, compared with 2014, regi-
stered a nominal decrease of 0.5% and real decrease of 2.4%. The
greatest salary increase in this period was recorded in the sections:
Other service activities (nominal increase of 10.1% and real increase of
8.0%), Arts, entertainment and recreation (nominal increase of 8.4%
and real increase of 6.4%) and Human health and social work activities

REGISTERED EMPLOYMENT
Sources and methods of data collection

Data on employment and unemployed persons have been obtai-
ned by means of the Survey of Registered Employment, based on data
combination from CRCSI and SBR.

Data on employment and registered unemployment are taken
over from the National Employment Service.

Coverage

The Survey of Registered Employment
covers all payers of social security contributions, the insured registered
in the CRCSI, the persons insured on the grounds of employment, the
persons insured on the grounds of performing temporary and occasio-
nal jobs, persons working under contract, and persons insured on the
grounds of running individually business.

Data on employment and registered unemployment are taken
over from the National Employment Service.

Definitions

Employees include persons who have a formal contract of
empoyment, i.e. have an employement relationship with an employer for
a limited or unlimited period of time, and persons who perform
termporary and occasional jobs under a work contract or contract of
temporary employment; persons who run individually business or are
founders of enterprises or entrepreneur's shops, as well as persons
who undertake agricultural activities and are registered in the CRCSI.

The Law on Employment and Insurance stipulates, in the case of
unemployment, in Article 3, paragraph 1:"A person seeking employment
in terms of this Law, shall be an unemployed person, employee seeking
change of employment and any other person seeking employment”.

The Law on Employment and Insurance, in the case of
unemployment, in Article 2, paragraph 1 stipulates: “An unemployed per-
son, in terms of this Law, shall be a person aged between 15 and the age
eligible for retirement, i.e. 65 years of age, capable and ready to start
working, who has not entered a contract of employment or exercised the
right to work in any other way, and who is on the unemployment register
and is looking for an employment actively”.

The concept unemployed person seeking employment for the first
time comprises persons who have not entered into employment before
registering to the National Employment Service.

The concept unemployed person receiving money compensation
comprises only the persons who, according to the Decision of the Nati-
onal Employment Service, pursuant to the valid legal regulations, recei-
ve money compensation for unemployed persons.

LABOUR FORCE SURVEY

Sources and methods of data collection

The Labour Force Survey serves to collect data on principal labor
force characteristics, based on which total labor force in our country is
estimated. The Survey does not take into account interviewee's formal
status, which is determined, however, by the activity she/he performed
in the reference week.

The enumeration unit is every member of the selected household.

Since 2015, the Labor Force Survey has been conducted as a
continuous survey. Every week in the year is observed, i.e. is a referen-
ce week. The main socio-demographic data are collected for all the
persons in the selected households, while those concerning the work
activity refer to persons aged 15 and over.

Coverage

The planned sample size for 2015 was 54 578 households in 5
422 enumeration areas. The planned sample size had 9 918 more
households and 1 135 more enumeration areas than in 2014. This
increase was brought by the switching to continuous frequency in 2015
and the need to have estimation precision on quarterly level adapted to
EU regulations. In each enumeration area included for the first time in
the sample in October 2013, selected were 12 households, and 10 in
the rest of enumeration areas.

Two-stage stratified random sample was used in the Survey. The
enumeration areas were defined as primary, and households as
secondary sample units.

Definitions

Active population (labor survey) implies all employed and
unemployed persons.

Employed persons are persons who performed a paid job for at
least one hour in the reference week, as well as persons who had an
employment, but were absent from work in that week. Employees
includes also, besides persons who have an employment in an enterpri-
se, institution or any other organisation or work as entrepreneurs, indi-
vidual farmers, contributing family workers as well as persons who
performed a job that they had found on their own and established an
agreement (oral or written) without entering in employment. According
to the Classification by Status in Employment employees are distributed
into: self-employed, employees and unpaid family workers.

Unemployed persons are persons who did not perform any paid
job in the reference week, actively searched for employment during the
four weeks before the reference week and are available to start working
within two weeks following the reference week. Unemployed persons
are also persons who did not actively seek a job in the past four weeks
because they had found a job they were to start after the reference
week, and not later than three months.

Inactive population are persons aged 15 and over who are not
classified into employed or unemployed population. Inactive persons
include students, pensioners, persons performing houseworks as well
as other persons who, in the reference week, did not perform any paid
job, did not actively seek employment nor were available to start
working within two weeks after the reference week.

Activity rate is the share of active population in the total popula-
tion aged 15 and over.

Employment rate is the share of employees in the total population
aged 15 and over.

EARNINGS

Sources of data collection

Data on average wages and salaries have been obtained by
means of the Monthly Survey on Employees and their Earnings and
based on the data from the Ministry of Finance (Tax Administration).

Data on average salaries and wages by sec and qualification
level have been obtained from the Semi-annual Survey of Employees
and Employees’ Earnings, which include employees in legal entities.

Coverage

Data on employees’ average wages and salaries in enterprises,
institutions, co-operatives and other organisations (legal entities), as
well as on Employees’ Earnings at entrepreneurs with all kinds of own-
ership, include the average wages and salaries of persons who are
employed for a definite or indefinite period of time, whether they work
full-time, part time or short-time.

Data on employees’ wages and salaries at entrepreneurs are
taken over from the records of the Tax Administration from January
2009.

The territorial principle was used for the survey on earnings and
the municipality is taken to be the basic territorial unit. Employees in the
Ministry of Defence, Ministry of Interior, as well as employees in branch
offices abroad are not included in this survey.

The monthly survey on employees and earnings covers about
60% of the total number of employees.

Definitions

According to Article 105 of the Labour Law, the average
employees’ wages and salaries comprise remuneration paid for work
done and for time worked by employees during regular working hours,
raises, and other incomes (except of cost of public transport for commu-
ting to and from work, time spent on business trip in the country and
abroad, retirement gratuity, solidarity aid, jubilee prizes, compensation
of funeral expenses and compensation for occupational disease or
injury).

Average employee’s wages and salaries are calculated as the
total sum of monthly earnings paid which is divided by the number of
employees according to human resources records.

Real average wages and salaries index is the ratio of the nominal
average wages salaries index to consumer price index.

Educational attainment (qualification required) for performing of
certain jobs and tasks is the level of education fixed for a job (by enter-
prise’s legislation, i.e. by the systematization of working posts).

PUBLIC HEALTH, SOCIAL PROTECTION AND
COMPULSORY INSURANCE

PUBLIC HEALTH

From 2011 to 2015, in the health care system of the Republic of
Serbia, the number of medical doctors and dentists decreased by 610,
i.e. 326. Since 2013, the number of pharmacists decreased by 103.

The number of population per physician slightly increased, while
the number of population per hospital bed decreased in relation to 2011.

The results of immunizations carried out in 2015 are shown in ta-
ble 4.2. The coverage of vaccinated persons against diphtheria, tetanus,
and pertussis amounted to 95% and against poliomyelitis to 94.9%.
MMR vaccination was performed in 84% cases, while the coverage of
infants by BCG vaccination amounted to 98.3%.

When compared with 2014, in 2015 there were 962 newly regis-
tered patients with all forms of tuberculosis, which is a decrease of 121
cases. The largest number of newly registered patients was observed in
the age group 60 years and over.

The Global WHO Tuberculosis Programme and of the Strategy of
Directly Observed Treatment were implemented in 2002.

In 2015, 45 new cases of Morbus HIV were registered and most
of them belonged to the age group of 40 to 49 years. Vital statistics data
show that 24 patients died of Morbus HIV.

Sources and methods of data collection

The collected health-related statistical data have been taken over
from the Institute of Public Health of Serbia “Dr Milan Jovanovic Butut”.

Data source for medical staff is National register on human re-
sources in health institutions.

Communicable diseases and epidemics reporting, as well as im-
munization reporting are regulated by the Law on the Protection of
Population against Communicable Diseases and the Regulations on
Immunization and Mode of Protection by Medications.

Coverage

The data published in this chapter have been gathered only from
health care institutions in the Republic of Serbia being part of the Health
Institutions Network Plan.

SOCIAL PROTECTION (ESSPROS METHODOLOGY)

According to ESSPROS methodology, data on social protection
are presented at the level of the whole system of social protection, for
the period from 2012 - 2014.

The share of social protection expenditures in the gross domestic
product (GDP) was 23.4% in 2014, which represents an increase of
0.1% compared to 2013.

When it comes to incomes, as in previous years, also in 2014 the
largest share in total receipts of social protection went on social contri-
butions (58.5%), followed by general government contributions (41.0%)
and other receipts (0.5%).

Expenditures for social protection benefits made 98.1% of total
social protection expenditures in 2014. Observed by type of social bene-
fits, cash social benefits were prevailing (74.1%), and depending on
whether they were provided means tested or non-means tested, the
latter are dominating, both in cash and in kind (95.4% ).

By the functions of social protection, the largest share in the total
expenditures for social protection benefits was for function Old age,
about 46%, of which the largest part relates to expenditures for old-age
pensions. It is followed by expenditures for the function Sickness/Health
care with 26%, and the lowest for the function Housing, 0.1%.

Sources and methods of data collection

ESSPROS (The European System of Integrated Social Protection
Statistics) is harmonized system which provides analysis of financial
flows in area of social protection and represents one of key instruments
for monitoring the social protection development.

Data sources are annual financial reports of administrative
sources responsible for managing social protection schemes or it may
be statistical surveys which could be a basis for making estimates.
Reporting units are services dealing with finances of administrative data
sources which have jurisdiction over the observation unit. Data are
collecting on annual basis, in the current year (n) for the reference year
(n-2).

Coverage and comparability

ESSPROS aims to provide comprehensive and clear description
of social protection system in the EU Member States and candidate
countries through covering social benefits and their financing, focusing
on international comparability and harmonising with other statistics,
particularly the national accounts, in its main concepts.

The survey provides statistical data on receipts and expenditures
for social protection on level of social protection scheme (observation
unit) and entire system, share of social protection expenditures in some
aggregates, for example GDP, information on social protection benefits,
their financing etc.

ESSPROS consists of the Core system and two modules - the
pension beneficiaries’ module and the module on net social protection
benefits. It encompasses stabile data set on receipts and expenditures
of social protection schemes on annual level, whereas modules contain
the additional statistical information on certain aspects of social
protection.

The Core system comprises the gross expenditures for social pro-
tection, i.e before any deduction of taxes, contributions or other obligato-
ry levies payable on social benefits by beneficiaries, on annual level.
Together with quantitative data on receipts and expenditures for social
protection schemes, the Core system includes qualitative information on
given schemes and detailed benefits.

According to ESSPROS methodology, 16 social protection
schemes have been identified for the Republic of Serbia:

1. Pension and disability insurance scheme

2. Health insurance scheme

3. Employment and unemployment insurance scheme

4. Social care and provision of social security

5. Financial support to families with children

6. Social and health insurance of military personnel

7. Rights of civil invalids of war

8. Rights of veterans, disabled veterans and their families

9. Privileges of disabled persons in internal passengers transport

10. Professional rehabilitation and employment of persons with
disabilities

11. Assistance to refugee mothers with children under one year of
age

12. Social assistance at local level

13. Solidarity Fund

14. Employers’ scheme (paid-sick)

15. Employers’ scheme for other social benefits

16. Non-governmental organizations (NGOs) scheme

Module on pension beneficiaries includes data on the total num-
ber of beneficiaries, by type of pension and sex of the beneficiary. Total
number of pension beneficiaries is classified under the functions Old
age, Disability, Survivors and Unemployment. Each type of pension is
further divided into two sub-categories, those that are means tested and
those that are non-means tested.

Module on net social protection benefits comprises net expendi-
tures for social protection benefits, that is, given amounts after deduc-
tion of taxes, contributions or other obligatory levies payable on social
benefits by beneficiaries. So-called ‘restricted approach’ has been ap-
plied in order to cover the same population of beneficiaries of the gross
social benefits previously collected in the Core system. The aim of mod-
ule on net social benefits is to collect information that measures the
impact of the fiscal system on gross expenditure and thus to provide
information on the net expenditure of social protection that are more
comparable across countries.

Data collection on receipts and expenditures of social protection
is fully compliant with methodological recommendations and standards
specified in the legal regulations of Eurostat (European Statistical Of-
fice), thus providing international data comparability. Definitions and
recommendations which have been used are covered by the following
regulations: The European Parliament and Council Regulation No
458/2007, Commission Regulation No 1322/2007, Commission
Regulation No 10/2008, Commission Regulation No 263/2011,
Commission ~ Regulaton ~ No  110/2011, and  Eurostat's
ESSPROS methodology (ESSPROS  Manual, 2012 edition).

Definitions

Observation unit is social protection scheme. A social protec-
tion scheme is a distinct body of rules, supported by one or more insti-
tutional units, governing the provision of social protection benefits and
their financing. Social protection schemes should at all times meet the
condition that it must be possible to draw up a separate account of
receipts and expenditures. Preferably, social protection schemes are
chosen in such a way that they provide protection against a single risk
or need and cover a single specific group of beneficiaries. A social
protection scheme has the same residency as an institutional unit that
manages it.

Social protection encompasses all interventions from public or
private bodies intended to relieve households and individuals of the
burden of a defined set of risks or needs, provided that there is neither a
simultaneous reciprocal nor an individual arrangement involved (inter-
ventions where a beneficiary is obliged at the same time to provide
something of equivalent value in exchange).

The list of risks or needs that may give rise to social protection,
according to ESSPROS methodology, are displaying as functions of
social protection schemes. Those are:

1. Sickness/Health care — Income maintenance and support in
cash in connection with physical or mental iliness, excluding disability.
Health care intended to maintain, restore or improve the health of the
people protected irrespective of the origin of the disorder.

2. Disability — Income maintenance and support in cash or kind
(except health care) in connection with the inability of physically or
mentally disabled people to engage in economic and social activities.

3. Old age - Income maintenance and support in cash or kind
(except health care) in connection with old age.

4. Survivors - Income maintenance and support in cash or kind
in connection with the death of a family member.

5. Family/children — Support in cash or kind (except health care)
in connection with the costs of pregnancy, childbirth and adoption, bring-
ing up children and caring for other family members.

6. Unemployment — Income maintenance and support in cash or
kind in connection with unemployment.

7. Housing - Help towards the cost of housing.

8. Social exclusion not elsewhere classified — Benefits in cash
or kind (except health care), specifically intended to combat social ex-
clusion where they are not covered by one of the other functions.

In the Core system, social benefits are classified by function and
type. Function of a social benefit refers to the primary purpose for
which social protection is provided for, regardless of the legal or institu-
tional regulations. Type of social benefit refers to the form in which
protection is provided.

Expenditures of social protection schemes are classified by
type, which indicates the nature of, or reason for the expenditure. The
ESSPROS distinguishes four main categories of expenditure: social
protection benefits, administration costs, transfers to other schemes and
other expenditures.

Social protection benefits consist of transfers, in cash or in kind,
by social protection schemes to households and individuals to relieve
them of the burden of a defined set of risks or needs. Social benefits
can be means tested and non-means tested. By type, they can be in
cash and in kind ". Cash social protection benefits can be periodic or
lump sum.

Administration costs means the costs charged to the scheme for
management and administration thereof.

Transfers to other schemes ? are non-refundable payments to
other programs of social protection. These can be divided in two catego-
ries:

- Re-routed social contributions are payments that a social protection
scheme makes to another scheme in order to maintain or accrue
the rights of its protected people to social protection from the recipi-
ent scheme.

- Other transfers to other schemes are transfer of funds made by one
scheme to reduce the deficit of another.

Other expenditures mean miscellaneous expenditure by social
protection schemes.

Receipts of social protection schemes are classified by type
and origin in the Core system. The type indicates the nature of, or rea-
son for, a payment; the origin specifies the institutional sector from
which the payment is received. Types of receipts are: social contribu-
tions, general government contributions, transfers from other schemes
and other receipts. By the sector of origin, receipts can be incomes from
corporations, general government, households, non-profit institutions
serving households and the rest of the world.

Social contributions mean the costs incurred by employers on
behalf of their employees or by protected persons to secure entitlement
to social benefits.

General government contributions comprises the cost to gen-
eral government of running government-controlled non-contributory
schemes and financial support provided by general government to other
resident social protection schemes.

Transfers from other schemes are non-refundable payments
received from other social protection schemes. These are broken down
in two categories: re-routed social contributions and other transfers from
other schemes.

Other receipts are miscellaneous current receipts of social pro-
tection schemes.

" According to ESSPROS methodology, benefits in kind comprises reimbursement for expenses

and directly given goods and services

2At the national level, the amounts of transfers between schemes of social protection should be

balanced. The values of the transfers are recorded as expenditures in the scheme in which they
had incurred, or as receipts of scheme to which those were paid. This means that for each item
of expenditure classified as a transfer to other scheme, there must be a corresponding amount to
the receipt side of recipients’ scheme, for the same category and the same amount. Those are
not included in the calculation of total receipts and expenditures at the level of all social protec-
tion’s schemes because they are mutually annulling.

CHILDREN'S ALLOWANCE

Definitions

Children allowance is a special form of financial support for fami-
lies with children. It is exercised by one of the parents who directly cares
of the child, who is a citizen of the Republic of Serbia, residing in the
territory of the Republic of Serbia, and is entitled to health insurance
through the National Health Insurance Fund, for the first, second, third
and fourth child, by order of birth in the family, from the date request
submission.

The conditions and manner of exercising the right to child allow-
ance (children Appendix) are regulated by the Law on Financial Support
to Families with children.

Source and method of data collection

Data is taken in a regular annual basis from Ministry of Labour,
Employment and Social Policy.

COMPULSORY INSURANCE

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on compulsory insurance have been collected by regular
statistical reports from the Republic Fund for Pension and Disability
Insurance.

Compulsory insurance i.e. health insurance data are shown by all
categories of insurants, but data on pension and disability insurance are
shown separately by employed persons, and by independent activity
persons and farmers.

Since 1 June 1992, rights from compulsory pension and disability
insurance on the territory of the Republic of Serbia have been realised
in: the Republic Fund for Pension and Disability Insurance of Independ-
ent Activities, and the Republic Fund for Pension and Disability Insur-
ance of Farmers. According to Article 63 of the Law on Amendments to
the Law on Pension and Disability Insurance (Official Journal of RS, No.
85/2005), the Republic Fund for Pension and Disability Insurance of
Employed Persons, the Republic Fund for Pension and Disability Insur-
ance of Independent Activities and the Republic Fund for Pension and
Disability Insurance of Farmers have become one Fund since 1 Janu-
ary 2008 - the Republic Fund for Pension and Disability Insurance (here-
inafter called: Fund), organised as one legal unit with the status of an
organisation for compulsory insurance where rights from pension and
disability insurance are realised and funds to that end ensured. Since 1
January 2012 the Fund has taken on the functions of ensuring and
implementing the pension and disability insurance, as well as the finan-
cial operations that were under the Fund for Social Insurance of Military
Insurants.

In the field of health insurance, the Republic Fund for Health In-
surance, where employees and persons performing independent activi-
ties and farmers realise their rights, has been established by the Law on
Health Insurance (Official Journal of the Republic of Serbia, No.
18/1992).

By Amendments to the Law on Health Insurance (“Official Journal
of the RS”, No 57/11) the name of the Republic Institute for Health In-
surance has been changed into Republic Fund for Health Insurance.

Definitions

Active insurants are all employed and other persons having an
obligation of compulsory health insurance contribution.

Other insurants are temporarily unemployed persons; persons en-
titled to compulsory insurance by conventions debiting foreign compul-
sory insurance holders and on the basis of reciprocity, as well as other
categories of persons entitied only to health insurance, except pension
rights' holders and members of their families starting from 1991.

Temporary incapacity to work of insurants covers cases and in-
capability days due to sickness, accident at work, professional disease,
family member nursing and isolation for which an insurant is entitled to
compensation instead of salary.

Persons entitled to rights by pension and disability insurance sys-
tem include persons entitled to pension (old-age, disability, survivors’,
as well as those entitied to appropriate pension on the basis of years of
service in another country with which a convention on compulsory in-
surance has been signed), persons entitled to benefit for physical injury,
aid and nursing as well as beneficiaries from disability insurance.

Pensions paid to beneficiaries living abroad - are pensions paid
to national pensioners living abroad and to whom a pension transfer
abroad has been granted, as well as pensions paid out to beneficiaries
from former Yugoslav Republics.

Indices of nominal and real growth of average pensions have
been established on the basis of average amounts of adjusted pensions
for the reference year and by using the consumer price index as the
deflator for establishing the real growth up to 2010. Since 2011, the
consumer price index has been used as the deflator for establishing the
real growth of average pensions.

Contributions to defrayed pensions cover contributions for health
care of pension beneficiaries and disabled workers.

Other expenditures in health insurance cover material expenses
and depreciation, intangible expenses and investment revaluation and
extraordinary expenses, etc.

Other expenditures on the basis of rights from pension and disa-
bi-lity insurance comprise: pensioners’ funeral expenses, acquisition of
reading and writing aids, expenses of pensioners’ accommodation in
retirement homes, investments in disablement prevention, resources for
pensioners’ and disabled workers' recreation and recovery (pensioners’
recovery in spas).

Operating expenditures cover: expenditures for employed per-
sons, expenditures for goods’ and services' use, interests’ payments
and related costs of debts accumulations.

Other expenditures of the Republic Fund for Pension and Disabi-
lity Insurance comprise: taxes, obligatory fees, penal sums, etc.

EDUCATION

The chapter of Education presents the data for all levels of educa-
tion — from preschool to tertiary education.

In 2014/15 school year, total of 1276232 persons participated in
any of the education levels, whereof preschool education comprised
15%, primary and lower secondary education comprised 45%, upper
secondary 21.1% and tertiary 19%.

As regards the coverage of generation on various education lev-
els, number of children in preschool program is somewhat smaller than
in the previous school year, amounting to 58.1%. Number of children in
compulsory preschool program has increased to 95.3%. Primary and
lower secondary education (also compulsory attendance) covers about
97.6% and noted the slight decrease to the previous year. Aimost all
pupils (99.8%) continue education after completing primary and lower
secondary education, but the generation coverage in upper secondary
education is about 88.7% because there is a dropout of pupils after
enrolment to upper secondary schools.

The number of pupils in primary schools shows further decrease
in 2014/2015 school year, which is a common trend in recent years,
mainly because birth rate's decrease in the country. Regarding upper
secondary education, the number of pupils/students in 2014/2015 de-
creased by approximately 3.5%, when compared with the previous
school year.

Number of students in tertiary education also decreased by about
1.2% in 2014/2015 school year. Coverage of generation attending facul-
ties and higher schools is about 48%, showing further tendency of slight
increase.

In 2014/2015 school year in the Republic of Serbia, 33126 pupils
attended schools in ethnic languages (Albanian, Bulgarian, Hungarian,
Romanian, Ruthenian, Slovak and Croatian). Almost 60% of pupils
attended schools in Hungarian, about 27% in Albanian, 7.5% in Slovak,
3.3% in Romanian.

As regarding the teaching staff, over 100000 teachers were em-
ployed in primary, secondary and tertiary education. About 54% of all
employed teachers work in primary and lower secondary education,
31% in upper secondary and about 15% in tertiary education. Out of
those in primary and lower secondary education, 60% are full-time
teachers. In upper secondary education, 56% are full-time teachers and
in tertiary education, 89% are full-time teachers and assistants.

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on preschool, primary, secondary and tertiary education are
collected by regular annual surveys.

Coverage

Annual reports of Education Statistics cover preschool, primary
and lower secondary, upper secondary and tertiary education from the
division of the Classification of Activities - "Education”. Data on pre-
school, primary and lower secondary and upper secondary education
relate to the end of the school year, whereas data on students enrolled
in tertiary education and teaching staff in higher schools, faculties and
academies refer to the beginning of winter semester, i.e. when students
were enrolled. Data on graduated students, specialists, masters of
arts/science and PhDs relate to the calendar year.

Definitions

A school is an educational institution or educational unit where
educational activity is performed according to a curriculum. Each school
unit, whether it is an independent school unit, regional unit or class
within another type of school, is shown under this concept.

Education coverage represents the ration between the number of
enrolled students in a selected level of education and the relevant age
group for the corresponding level.

Drop out rate represents the difference between the number of
pupils at the beginning and at the end of the school year, in relation to
their number at the beginning of the school year.

Completion rate is the ratio between the number of pupils who
completed certain educational level and the age group expected to
complete the appropriate education level.

Schooling continuation rate is the ratio between the number of
new pupils enrolled in the first grade of secondary school, i.e. in the first
grade of tertiary education and those who enrolled in the eighth grade of
primary school, i.e. the fourth grade of secondary school during the
previous school year.

Preschool education

The activity of preschool education refers to education of pre-
school aged children, i.e. children from six months to the age of starting
school. Preparatory preschool program is realized as program of prepa-
ration of children for primary school, in scope of preschool education. It
is realized with children in a year before starting school and it lasts four
hours a day, for at least nine months.

This program is performed in preschool institutions. In scope of
this program, realized are the regular programs, lasting during the whole
day or half of the day, with a possibility of carrying out some other spe-
cialized programs as well, in accordance with the needs and interests of
children, parents, i.e. guardians and according to the possibilities of the
preschool institution and local self-government unit.

Preparatory preschool program can be also realized in primary
school.

Regular primary and lower secondary education

Primary and lower secondary education is the activity of the di-
rect social interest and is realized as public service. Primary and lower
secondary education in the Republic of Serbia is compulsory, lasting
eight years and being conducted in two educational cycles. The first
cycle covers the first, second, third and fourth grade. For the pupils of
this cycle, classroom teaching is organized. The second cycle covers
the fifth, sixth, seventh and eighth grade, in which the subject teaching is
organized. Regarding the national minorities, subject teaching can be
realized in Serbian and ethnic languages, including also the elements of
national cultures from the first grade.

Regular upper secondary education

Activity of upper secondary education is the activity of the direct
social interest and is realized as public service. Activity of upper sec-
ondary education is performed in secondary school, i.e. in gymnasium,
vocational school, arts school, mixed school (gymnasium and vocational
or arts school).

In gymnasium, general education lasts four years, providing the
grounds for further education in higher schools. After completion, the
students take the general certificate of education (matriculation).

Arts school provides general and arts education, also lasting four
years, providing the skills for performing particular occupation or contin-
uing education in higher school institutions. After the fourth grade, the
students take arts or general certificate of education.

Vocational education is meant to provide general or vocational
education, lasting three or four years, providing skills for performing
particular occupation and continuing education in higher school institu-
tions.

After completing a three-year vocational school, students take the
final exam, and after completing the four-year school, they take the
vocational certificate.

Specialist - master education means further specialization after
two-year working experience and lasts one or two years. After complet-
ing specialist education, students take a specialist - master exam.

Starting from 1990/91 school-year, upper secondary education
has been organized by fields of work and in scope of them - by educa-
tional profiles (occupations.)

Education of pupils with disabilities
(primary and lower secondary and upper secondary)

Pupils with disabilities acquire education, as a rule, in schools
with other pupils, and when it is in the best interest for pupils, they at-
tend schools for pupils with disabilities, in accordance with the Law.

Following the rule, schools for pupils with disabilities receive chil-
dren at compulsory school age or after. The educational program is in
compliance with program of regular schools and is adapted to children’s
disability level. Classes with pupils with disabilities in relevant regular
schools are shown as school units, which is in line with the statistical
definition of school as an observation unit.

Adult education

Adult education schools enable persons aged over 15 (adults),
who do not attend school on regular basis, to acquire elementary educa-
tion and upbringing.

Adults can complete primary and lower secondary school by ei-
ther regularly attending school or taking exams. Primary and lower
secondary education of adults is organized by classes from | to VIIl and
lasts four years. Organizationally, these schools are either separate
schools or classes within the corresponding schools.

Adults acquire upper secondary education as part-time pupils in
upper secondary schools.

Primary music and ballet schools

Primary music and ballet schools are meant to prepare children to
continue education in secondary music and ballet schools. These last
from two to six years and are simultaneous with regular primary and
lower secondary education.

Primary music and ballet schools within a secondary arts school
are shown as primary music or ballet school.

Tertiary education

Activity of tertiary education is realized as academic or vocational
studies on the grounds of certified, i.e. accredited programs for acquir-
ing tertiary education.

Tertiary education covers higher schools, faculties and art acad-
emies.

According to the Law on Higher Education (end of 2006), which
implements decisions of Bologna Convention, the Statistical Office of
the Republic of Serbia has harmonized the monitoring of both enrolled
and graduated students with these modifications. Since 2007/2008
school year, both enrolled and graduated students have been monitored
by type of studying (academic and vocational) and by degree of study-
ing (the first, second and third degree), respectively basic academic,
basic vocational, master studies-specialist and PhD studies. Data pro-
cessing and publishing are carried out according to the Classification of
Educational Fields instead of previous departments and majors.

Tertiary education - teaching staff

Data about faculties and higher schools’ teaching staff are pro-
vided by regular annual reports on students’ enrolment in winter semes-
ter.

PUPILS’ AND STUDENTS' STANDARDS

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on pupils’ hostels and students' centres are taken from the
Ministry of Education, Science and Technological Development of the
Republic of Serbia, Department for Tertiary Education, Investments,
Pupils’ and Students’ Standards and Public Procurement.

Definitions

Pupils’ hostels provide lodging, food and upbringing to primary
and secondary school pupils during their schooling away from their
parent's/guardian’s place of residence, as well as to pupils needing
accommodation for some other reasons.

Students' centres provide accommodation for high schools’, facul-
ties’ and art academies’ students during their studies. Besides accom-
modation, food for students in these centres can be also provided.
